(¢) The purpose of this examination is to test the ability
of the candidates to arrange the general scheme, showing the
main lines and disposition of the masses of form and colour.

1. Draw a design, in colour, size 16 inches high by
12 inches wide, for a Poster for a Buy Irish Goods adver-
tising campaign, for reproduction to 40 inches by
30 inches. The words BUY IRISH are to be placed across
the top of the design and the word GOODS across the
bottom of the design. The middle space is to be oceupied
with a symbolic figure, or half-figure, representing an
Irish type generally, e.g., an ancient Celt or an Aran
Islander; or the word GOODS may be replaced by a
deseriptive title of any Irish product, e.g., HAMS, and

the design for the figure drawn to suit the selected title.

2. Draw, in colour, a sketch design for a composition
of not fewer than ten figures, in a panel 12 inches wide
and 3 inches high, and make a squaved drawing of one
of the figures to a large seale.

3. Draw, to a small seale, a lay-out for a wall calendar
to contain the months and dates for one year, and to have
a panel for an illustration, and draw the' panel, in colour,
full size. Any appropriate subject may be illustrated,
€.g., one or more of The Four Seasons; Time: Night and
Day; The Sun, Moon and Stars; or one or more of The
Signs of the Zodiae.

4. Draw, in black and white, an illustration for any part
of Fgop’s Fable of The Miller, his Son, and their Ass,
The fable is told in a series, as follows :—

A Miller and his Son were driving their Ass to the fair.
A troop of women jeered at them for walking when they
might ride, wherenpon the old man made his son mount
the Ass. A group of old men remarked on the idle lad
